Research grants

enable scientists and scholars to undertake a 

research project on a defined subject within a limited 

period of time

support specific research projects

are provided by funding institutions, non-profit 

organisations or European Union programmes

Research fellowships

are individual fellowships

fund an academic research position at a university 

or research institution

are offered by institutions such as AvH, EU or DFG

provide funding for independent research, 

often with international mobility options



Employment

involves a contract as a research assistant or research 

associate at a university or non-university research 

institution

often provides paid doctoral positions in research 

training groups or other structured programmes

at a company: usually as a part-time temporary 

contract that allows doctoral research to be pursued 

under the supervision of a university professor
